is in Acts 9 regarding

the conversion of Saul. Turn
in your Bibles to Acts chap-
ter 9.

Saul was member of the San-
hedrin, he cast his vote
against Stephen, was over 40
and had children. Saul is the
Hebrew name for Paul. He
would get letters from the
high priest to kill Christians,
and this viscous man was on
the way to Damascus. Here
he got born again, but he had
scales on his eyes.

Ananias

Ananias was a certain disci-
ple. He was not a leader in
the church, someone like a
Bishop. The truth of the mat-
ter is that anyone who is
born again can heal someone
else. Ananias was not a
Bishop or an Apostle. He
was a disciple. This disciple
was actually going to heal
Paul. If a mere disciple could
not heal someone, then Pe-
ter, or one of the other Apos-
tles should have been called.
Ananias was a disciple, a

follower of the Lord Jesus
Christ.

Ananias’ vision

(Acts 9:10 KJV) And
there was a certain dis-
ciple at Damascus,
named Ananias; and to
him said the Lord in a
vision, Ananias. And he
said, Behold, | am here,
Lord.

Vision means a picture. God
gave him a picture. "I am
here Lord" is what he said.
Can you imagine what
would happen today if God
talked to someone like this in
church? We'd have funeral
upon funeral. People would
just die.

That's quite a record, isn't it?
Supposedly, this street goes
east and west.

You have to ask
yourself the question, “What
was Paul doing in this
house?” Was Paul singing,
washing dishes, making the
bed? No. He was praying. If
there were 50 people in that
house, there was not one
other person praying. That's
how accurate revelation is.

Paul Filled to Manifes-
tation

Filled is talking about being
“filled to manifestation.”
This means “filled with all
of the boldness of the holy
spirit in manifestation so that
it was just effervescing from
the soul.” When some peo-
ple Speak in Tongues, it just
trickles out, a drop here and
a drop there. They aren't do-
ing what the Word says.
Once every 6 months they
may Speak in Tongues w/
Interpretation. Ananias was
to minister to Paul to get the
fullness really rolling.

Like as Scales

(Acts 9:18 KJV) And
immediately there fell
from his eyes as it had
been scales: and he
received sight forthwith,
and arose, and was
baptized.

What does it mean when it
says LIKE AS SCALES? It
wasn't scales. God did this to
help Paul believe the Word.
He had something over his
eyes that looked like scales.
Everything God does is re-
flected in the movement of
God’s Word. This was no
exception. What is it talking
about when it says that Paul
was baptized? No water is
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talked to him. Ananias said !
