Speak the Word

If you hear God’s Word in a
dark situation, run for the
light and speak God’s
word—the spoken Word of
God changes EVERY-
THING.

If God casts
his Word into your heart,
share it with others.

Do not fear man

If the darkness that you are
in has provoked you to fear
either people or situations,
do not be afraid of death or
murderers, because they can-
not kill your soul. The soul
is under God’s care. When a
person dies, their soul goes
back to God (from whence it
came). Fear him who is able
to destroy both soul and
body in the grave—that re-
fers to fearing God.
