God’s word is the truth. 

God’s word is the truth. In 

order to believe what God 

says about his word, we 

must believe that the bible is 

the truth. 

 

(Psa 138:2 KJV)  I will 
worship toward thy holy 
temple, and praise thy 
name for thy lovingkind-
ness and for thy truth: 
for thou hast magnified 
thy word above all thy 
name. 

 

God signed his name to his 

word. Of all the wonderful 

things that God has made, he 

magnified his word above all 

his name. To magnify means 

to make something bigger 

and more important. God 

thinks very highly of his 

word, and so should we. We 

certainly can’t be wrong to 

think like God does. 

 

(Psa 12:6 KJV)  The 

(Psa 119:151 KJV)  
Thou art near, O 
LORD; and all thy com-
mandments are truth. 

 

God’s word is the truth. 

 

(John 17:17 KJV)  
Sanctify them through 
thy truth: thy word is 
truth. 

 

If we are ever going to re-

ceive the blessings and 

promises in God’s word, we 

must believe that the word 

of God is truth. 

 

(1 Th 2:13 KJV)  For 
this cause also thank 
we God without ceas-
ing, because, when ye 
received the word of 
God which ye heard of 
us, ye received it not as 
the word of men, but as 
it is in truth, the word of 
God, which effectually 
worketh also in you that 
believe. 

 

Paul spoke the word of God 

to the people, and the people 

believed. These words were 

not words that Paul made up. 

words of the LORD are 
pure words: as silver 
tried in a furnace of 
earth, purified seven 
times. 

 

In order to purify silver it 

has to be cleaned seven 

times. How is this done? The 

silver is put in a hot furnace 

and heated until it melts. 

This causes the dirt to float 

to the top. Then the dirt is 

skimmed off and it is melted 

again, a total of seven times. 

God’s says his words are as 

pure as silver that have been 

melted and cleaned seven 

times. That is pure! 

 

Psalms 119 is the longest 

chapter in the Bible. Every 

verse mentions God’s word. 
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They were God’s words. 

When we speak the word, it is 

as if God is speaking. 

 

(Isa 55:10-11 KJV)  For 
as the rain cometh 
down, and the snow 
from heaven, and retur-
neth not thither, but wa-
tereth the earth, and 
maketh it bring forth and 
bud, that it may give 
seed to the sower, and 
bread to the eater: {11} 
So shall my word be that 
goeth forth out of my 
mouth: it shall not return 
unto me void, but it shall 
accomplish that which I 
please, and it shall pros-
per in the thing whereto I 
sent it. 

 

Just like how rain causes 

plants to grow, God’s spoken 

word causes us to grow. 

 

(John 6:63 KJV)  It is the 
spirit that quickeneth; 
the flesh profiteth noth-
ing: the words that I 
speak unto you, they are 
spirit, and they are life. 

 

God’s word is spiritual. You 

cannot see spirit, but you can 

see God’s word. This means 

that unseen things happen 

when you speak God’s word. 

 

(Ezek 12:25 KJV)  For I 
am the LORD: I will 

God’s word will last forever. 

We are fantastically privi-

leged to know the truth. We 

are blessed above all other 

people because we know 

God’s truth. Very few people 

know this truth; most do not 

believe that the bible is truth. 

We know the truth, and we 

can share it with others so 

that they too can be blessed 

and live a life that is more 

than abundant.
